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e small bedside table (TV tray type)

e swimsuit (whole piece for girls, no racing or short swim trunks for boys)
e beach towel

e sunglasses

e sunscreen

e bug spray

e visor or hat

e clothing for 5 nights and 5 days (bring extras... you may get wet!)
e towels and wash clothes

e personal toiletries (soap, shampoo, deodorant, etc.)

e sleeping bag

e twin fitted sheet

e pillow

e blanket

e garbage bag for dirty clothes

o flip flops for the pool

e tennis shoes (bring an extra pair)

e socks

o folding chair labeled with your name

e power strip and extension cord

e battery operated fan

e super soaker water gun (optional)

e medications you take daily (to be given to Camp Nurse at registration)

A Note About Clothing

Shorts must be fingertip length when arms are straight down at sides. Please avoid all
form fitting clothes. Tank tops of any kind are not allowed for boys or girls. Shirts that
expose the midriff are not permitted. This includes halter-tops and tops with large
sleeve openings. Clothing with holes and clothing that reveals underwear, buttocks,
breasts, and bra straps are not allowed. Any item of apparel containing or displaying
inappropriate pictures, messages, or slogans is prohibited. This dress code will be
enforced at camp.
